APPLICABILITY

15.3,3 Documents That May Be Electtonically Filed

2) A document that can be filed in a traditional manner with the district
cletk may be electronically filed with the exception of the following
documents:

i) citations ot wtits bearing the seal of the coutt;
iireturns-of-citation;

iif) bonds;

iif) subpoenas;
vrproefofservice-ofsubpoenas;

iv) documents to be presented to a coutt in camera, solely for the -
putpose of obtaining a ruling on the discoverability of such
documents;

vii) documents sealed putsuant to TEX. R. CIV. P. 76a; and

vity) documents to which access is otherwise restricted by law or
court ordet, including a document filed in a proceeding under
Chapter 33, Family Code.

(b) A motion to have a document sealed, as well as any response to
such a motion, may be electronically filed.

15.3.4 Documents Containing Signatures -

(a) A document that is required to be verified, notarized, acknowledged,
sworn to, or made under oath, may be electronically filed only as a
scanned image. '

(b) A document that requires the sighatures of opposing parties (such as
a Rule 11 agreement) may be electronically filed only as a scanned
irhage.

(c) Any affidavit or other paper described at 15.3.4(a) or (b) that is to be

attached to an electronically-filed document may be scanned and
electronically filed along with the underlying document.
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(d) Where a filer has electronically filed a scanned image under this rule,
a coutt may requite the filer to propetly file the document in a
traditional manner with the district clerk. A third party may request
the court in which the matter is pending to allow inspection of a
document maintained by the files.
