Standards for Certiﬁcation in Civil Appellate Law, and

Applicants for certification must pass a 3-heur written examination eevering-eivit

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in_addition, an oral examination that may be required of some or all of the applicants, to
be determined by the Board prior to certification, to demonstrate sufficient knowledge,
proficiency and experience in civil appellate law to justify the representation of special
competence to the legal profession and to the public.
