DISCIPLINARY PETITION

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

COMES NOW Petitioner, the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee.of the

State Bar of Texas (hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent, James E.

Conley III, (hereinafter called "Respondent"), showing the Court:

I.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code

Ann. §81.001, et sea• (Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and

the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure,. The complaint which forms the basis of the

Disciplinary Petition were filed on or after May 1, 1992.

II.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in the State of Texas and is a member

of the State Bar of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice

in Bexar County, Texas. An officer may serve citation on Respondent at

403 South W.W. White Road, Suite 2000, Texas Bank Building, San Antonio, Texas 78219.

' III.

In or around December 1992, LaSonya Evette Brown ("Brown") entered into a

contingency fee contract with Respondent to represent her in an automobile accident case.
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Initially, Respondent's paralegal pursued Brown's case and assisted her in finding a physical,

therapist in her area to treat her. After Brown completed her physical therapy treatment, she

called Respondent's office, inquiring about the next steps to be taken in her matter. Brown was

told that her case would have to be finalized and that she would be called as soon as everything

had been completed.

IV.

Months passed, and Respondent did not contacted Brown. Brown called Respondent

several times, but she was unable to speak with anyone. Time passed, and on or about

October 11, 1993, Brown received a letter from the Law Office of Jiin Conley advising her that

the office had moved from Houston, Texas, to San Antonio, Texas, and that they were still

handling her case. A questionnaire was enclosed in the letter, which Brown completed and

returned, as requested. Brown waited for further communication from Respondent, but when

nothing was forthcoming, she called his office. Brown left several messages and telephone

numbers where she might be reached and asked that her calls be returned. Neither Respondent

nor personnel from his office responded to Brown and returned her telephone calls. Brown felt

like Respondent was trying to avoid her.

V.

Respondent neglected a legal matter entrusted to him and failed to file a lawsuit on

Brown's behalf. Respondent failed to protect Brown's interests, and the statute of limitations

on her matter tolled. Respondent failed to keep Brown informed about the status of her case and

failed to respond to her lawful demands for information. ,

VI.

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraphs III,
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IV and V, hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which

violates Rules 1.01(b)(1), 1.01 (b)(2) and/or 1.03(a) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of

Professional Conduct.

VII.

The complaint which forms the basis of the Cause of Action hereinabove set forth was

brought to the attention of the Office of General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by Brown

filing a complaint on or about July 7, 1995.

PRAYER

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays for judgment that

Respondent be disciplined as the facts shall warrant; and that Petitioner have such other relief

to which entitled, including costs of Court and attorney's fees.
