DISCIPLINARY PETITION

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

COMES NOW Petitioner, the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee of the

State Bar of Texas (hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent, J.W.O.

Campbell (hereinafter called "Respondent"), showing the Court:

I.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Texas

Government Code Annotated §81.001, et seq. (Vernon 1988 and supp. 1994), the Texas

Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure.

The complaint that forms the basis of this Disciplinary Petition was filed on or after May 1,

1992.

H.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and a member of the State

Bar of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in Harris

County, Texas, and therefore venue is appropriate in Harris County, Texas, pursuant to Rule
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3.03 of the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. Respondent may be served at his

business address located at 2110 Chenevert, Houston, Harris County, Texas, 77003.

III.

On or about September 27, 1995, Portia Hosea (hereinafter called "Hosea") filed a

grievance against Respondent with the State Bar of Texas. Hosea's grievance alleged that

Respondent had engaged in conduct which violated the Texas Disciplinary Rules of

Professional Conduct.

Pursuant to the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure, a letter was sent to

Respondent requesting a response to the Hosea grievance. The letter requesting a response

from Respondent was sent October 4, 1995, and was received by Respondent on or about

October 5, 1995.

Respondent's written response to the Hosea grievance was due on or about November

4, 1995. However, Respondent failed to respond to this lawful demand for information from

a grievance committee.

W.

The acts and/or omissions of the Respondent described in Paragraph III above, which

occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct in violation of Rules 8.01(b) and

8.04(a)(8) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

V.

The complaint that forms the basis of this cause of action was brought to the attention

of the Office of the General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by Hosea's filing of a

complaint on or about September 27, 1995.
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Prayer

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner the COMMISSION FOR

LAWYER DISCIPLINE respectfully prays that this Court discipline Respondent J.W.O.

CAMPBELL, as the facts shall warrant; and that the Petitioner shall have all other relief to

which it may show itself to be justly entitled, including costs of court and attorney's fees.
