TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

COMES NOW Petitioner, the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee of the

State Bar of Texas (hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent, Rhonda

Thornton Grimm (hereinafter called "Respondent"), showing the Court:

I.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code

Ann. §81.001, et s .(Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and

the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the

Disciplinary Petition was filed on or after May 1, 1992.

II.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and a member of the State

Bar of Texas. Respondent, an individual who is a non-resident of Texas, residing in the State

of New Mexico, elected her principal place of business as Ector County, Texas. Respondent

has sufficient contacts with Texas that, under the Texas Long-Arm Statute, she can be served

with process by serving her by certified mail at her address of P. O. Box 15288, Rio Rancho,

New Mexico 87174-5288.
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FIRST CAUSE OF ACTION

III.

In and around March, 1994, Respondent was retained by David Wayne Gongre

(hereinafter referred to as "Complainant") to work on a probate matter involving the Estate of

E.C. Gongre. Complainant paid Respondent $450.00 for her services in handling the probate

matter. As of May 2, 1996, the Letters of Administration to David Wayne Gongre filed on or

about September 12, 1994, were the last documents filed with the Court in the probate matter.

Further, as of May, 1996, the probate matter was still pending.

IV.

During the pendency of the estate case, Complainant made numerous attempts to contact

Respondent by telephone and left telephone messages with Respondent's office staff. Respondent

failed to return Complainant's telephone calls on numerous occasions. In and around October,

1995, Respondent relocated to New Mexico. Complainant's probate matter was still pending

at the time Respondent closed her law office in Odessa and moved to New Mexico. Respondent

failed to notify Complainant of her move to New Mexico and the close of her law office, as well

as failed to keep the Complainant reasonably informed about the status of his case before and

after Respondent relocated to New Mexico.

V.

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraphs III,

and IV hereinabove which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct violative of

Rules 1.01(b)(1) and 1.03(a) of the Texas Rules of Professional Conduct.
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VI.

The complaint which forms the basis of the cause of action hereinabove set forth was

brought to the attention of the Office of the General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by a

complaint filed by the Complainant on or about October 5, 1995.

PRAYER

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays for judgment that

Respondent be disciplined as the facts shall warrant; and that Petitioner have such other relief

to which entitled, -including costs of Court and attorney's fees.
