The acts and/or omissions of the Respondent described in Paragraph III above, which
occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct in violation of Rule(s) 4.02(a) [in
representing a client, a lawyer shall not communicate or cause or encourage another to
communicate about the subject of the representation with a person, organization or entity of
government the lawyer knows to be represented by another lawyer regarding that subject,
unless the lawyer has the consent of the other lawyer or is authorized by law to do so] of the
Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

V.

The complaint that forms the basis of this cause of action was brought to the attention

of the Office of the General Counsel by Thomas N. Thurlow’s filing of a complaint on or

about February 28, 1996.
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Prayer

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner the COMMISSION FOR
LAWYER DISCIPLINE respectfully prays that this Court discipline Respondent, LEONARD
J. MEYER, by disbarment, suspension or reprimand, as the facts shall warrant; and that the
Petitioner have all other relief to which it may show itself to be justly entitled, including

costs of court and attorney’s fees.
