Respondent contacted Ms. Tulliver in person. 'fhrough his actioﬁs and statements, he sought
professional employment concerning a matter arising out of a particular event, from a prospective client
who had not sought the lawyer’s advicé regarding employment. Respondent’s primary motivation for

these actions and statements was his own pecuniary gain.

Rule 8.04 (a) (3)
[Misconduct]

Respondent, by the actions and statements described above, engaged in conduct that involved

dishonesty, fraud, deceit, or misrepresenation.

Petitioner prays as follows:

1. For recovery of reasonable attorneys’ fees and court costs associated with the
prosecution of this Disciplinary Action. '

2. For the imposition against Respondent of appropriate Sanctions.

3. For such other and further relief as to- which Petitioner might show itself justly entitled.
