COMES NOW Petitioner, the COMMISSION FOR LAWYER DISCIPLINE, a
committee of the State Bar of Texas (hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent,
JIM SKELTON (hereinafter calied "Respondent"), and would respectfully show unto the Court
the following:

X. Nature of Proceeding

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, the Texas

Government Code Annotated §81.001, ez seq. (Vernon 1988 and supp 1994), the Texas

| Disciplinary Ruleé of Professional Conduct, and the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The

complaints. that form the basis of this Disciplinary Petition were filed on or after May 1, 1992. ,
II. Yenue |

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice la& m Texas and is a member of the State
Bar of Texas. Respondent is a resident of Harris County, Texas. Respondent's principal place
of pfactice is Harris County, Texas; therefox_‘e, venue is appropriat_e in Harris County, Texas,
pursuant to Rule 3.03 of the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. Respondent may be served

at his business address located at 1610 Richmond Avenue, Houston, Harris County, Texas, 77006.
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1. First Cause of Action

On or about November 2, 1993, Respondent was appointed to représent_ an indigent
defendant/appellant, Billy Hayes (hereinafter called “Hayes”), in the appeal of his criminal
conviction for non-aggravated robbery. Respondent filed an appellété brief on behalf of Hayes,
but theréafter neglected Hayes’ case.

Specifically, Hayes and/or his wife made several attempts to contact Respondent; however,
Respondent failed to qrespond to correspondence and to return any and all telephone calls. When
Hayes’ wife finally spoke with Respondent, Respondent requested Five Hundred and No/100
Dollars ($500.00) to begin work on Hayes’ éppeal. Respbndent’s actions were contrary to the
terms of the court’s appointment for representation.

Further, on or about February 15, 1996, Respondent receiiled notice of the complaint
alleging professional misconduct filed against him by Hayes. The notice required Respondent to
file a written response to the allegations of professional misconduct within thirty (30) days of his
‘receipt of the notice. Despite the fact that the notice advised Respondent that failure to provide
‘the refguested information or to assért grounds for failure to do so constituted professional
misconduct for which sanctions could be impoéed, Respondeﬁt neither responded nor asserted
grounds for his failure to do sb.

Additionally, on or about February 15, 1996, Respondent received a subpoena which
commanded him to produce certain documentation pertaining to the complaint filed against him

by Hayes. The requested documentation was due to the Grievance Committee on or before March
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14, 1996. Respondent wholly failed to produce the documentation, and failed to assert grounds
for his failure to do so.

Respondent was also subpoenaed to appear and testify before the Grievance Committee at
an investigatory hearing scheduled for May 2, 1996. Respbndent neither appeared nor asserted
grbunds for his failure to do so.

IV.

The acts and/or omissions of the Respondent described in Paragraph III above, which
occurred on or after January 1, 1990_, constitute conduct in violation of Rules 1.01(b)(1) [for
neglecting a legal matter entrusied to the laWyer]; 1.01(b)(2) [for frequently failing to carry out
completely the obligations owed to a client]; 1.03(a) [for failing to keep a client reasonably
infomied about the status of a matter @d to promptly comply with reasonable requests for

'- information], 8.01(b) [for knowingly failing to respond to a lawful demand for information from
a disciplinary. authority]; 8.04(a)(1) [for violating fhe Rules, knowingly assisting or inducing
another to do so, or doing so through the acts of another, whether or not such violation occurred
in the course of a client-lawyer relationship]; and, 8.64(a)(8) [for fa.llmg tb timely furnish a
district griévance, committee a response or other information as required and failing to timely
aséert a privilege or other legal ground for failure to do so], of the Texas Diséiplinary Rules of

Professional Conduct.
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V.

The complaint that forms the basis of this cause of action was brought to the attention of
the Office of the General Counsel of &e State Bar of Texas by Billy Hayes’ filing of a complaint
on or about February 5, 1996.

On or. about February 18, 1994, Bessie Latéur (hereinafter called “Latour”) hired
Respondeﬁt on a contingency fee basis for representation in connéction with a lawsuit égainst her
apartment complex ahd a personal injury claim. However, Respondent failed to execute a §vritten ,
contingent fee agreement with Latour which should have specified the method by which the fee
was to be determined. |

Thereafter, Respondent failed to bring Latour’s case to a conclusioh. Latour and/or
several family members acting on her behalf made telephone calls to Respondent inquiring about
the status of her case. Reépondént féiled to return the telephone calls, and failed to dommunicaté _
the status of Latour’s case. | |

Further, on or -ab0ut June 18, 1997 , Respondent received notice of the complaint alleging

- professional misconduct filed against him by Latour. .The notice required Respondent td file a
written response to the allegations of professional misconduct within thirty (30) days of his receipt
of the notice.. Despite the fact that the notice advised Respondent that failure to provide_ the
requested information or to assert grounds for failure to do so constituted professional misconduct
for which 'sanctiéns could be imposed, Respondenf neither responded nor asserted grounds for his
failure to do so.
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On or about Septerﬁber 12, 1997, Respondent received a subpoena which commanded him
to appear and testify before the Grievance Committee at an investigatory hearing scheduled for.‘
September 18, 199'). Respondent neither appeared nor asserted groui:ds for his failure to do so.

| The acts and/or omissions of the Respondent described in Paragraph VI above, which

occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct in violation of Rules l.0l(b)(1) [for
neglecting a legal matter entrusted to the hwyer]; 1.01(b)(2) [for frequently faﬁing to carry out
,cémpletely the obligations owed to a client]; 1.03(a) [for failing to keep a client reasonably
informed about the status of a matter and promptly comply with reasonable requests for
information]; 1.04(d) [for failing to have a contingent fee agreement in writing, which states the
method by which the fee is to be determined]; 8.01(b) [for knowingly failing to respond to a
lawful demand for information from a disciplinary authority]; 8.04(a)(1) [for violating the Rules,
knowingly assisting or inducing another to do so, or doing so through the acts of another, whether
or not such violation occurred in the course of a client-lawyer relationship]; and, 8.04(a)(8) [for
failirig to timely fumish a district grievance committee a response or other information as required
and failirig to timely assert a privilege or other legal ground for failure to do so], of the Texas
Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

If not, I would respectfully
request that an alternate appointment be made.
