COMES NOW Petitioner, the COMMISSION FOR LAWYER DISCIPLINE, a
committee of the State Bar of Texas (hereinafter referred to as “Petitioner™), complaining of
Respondent, LURO C. TAYLOR, (hereinafter referred to as “Respondent™), and would show
the Court the following:

I. NATURE OF PROCEEDING

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov’t Code
Ann. §81.001, et seq. (Vernon 19b88 and supp. 1994), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of
Professional Conduct and the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint that forms
the basis of this Original Disciplinary Petition were filed on or after May 1, 1992.

II. VENUE

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and a member of the State
Bar of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in Harris
County, Texas; therefore, venue is appropriate in Harris County, Texas, pursuant to Rule 3.03
of the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. An officer may serve citation on Reépondent at

his place of business located at 6620 Harwin Drive, Suite 270, Houston, Texas 77036.



III. CAUSE Q. F ACTION

On January 26, 1995, Respondent, Luro C. Taylor (hereinafter called “Taylor”), seﬁt
a letter of prbtection to Complainant, Dr. Tim Hughes (hereinafter called “Dr. Hughes:’), at
Hughes Chiropractic Care. The letter was to serve as a guarantee for payment to Dr. Hughes
of Hughes Cﬁiropractic Care after Taylor’s client, Rose Griggs’s personal injury case was
settled. |

On May 10, 1996, Taylor paid the medical bills of his client, Rose Griggs, by Check
No. 1095, payable to Hughes Chiropractic Care, in the amount of $1,500.00, drawn on First
Interstate Bank, Act. No. 5101576761. On May 22, 1996 the check for $1,500.00 was returned
for non-sﬁfﬁcient funds. Dr. Hughes called the bank a number of times to see if the account
| had funds to cover the check. No funds have been deposited to the account since the check was
returned for non-sufficient funds. Dr. Hughes called Taylor’s office and left messages to contact
him. Taylor failed to respond to Dr.. Hughés calls, and failed to protect the funds of the third
party, Dr. Hughes, as outlined in his letter of protection dated January 26, 1995.

On or about May 14, 1997, Taylor received a State Bar of Texas subpoena, which
subpoena commanded Taylor to appear before the Grievance Committee of 05B2 on May 20,
1997. The Respondent, Taylor did not appear. |

IV.

The complaint that forms the basis of this cause of action was brought to the attention

of the Office of the General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by Dr. Timothy R. Hughes filing

of a complaint on or about June 5, 1996.

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner, COMMISSION FOR
LAWYER DISCIPLINE, respectfully prays that this Court discipline Respondent, LURO C.
TAYLOR, by reprimand, suspension, or disbarment, as the facts shall warrant; restitution; and
all other relief to which it may show itself to be justly entitled, including an award of costs of

court and attorney’s fees.
