In addition,
Respondent failed to ensure, prior to the hearing, that the court file contained a copy of the return of
service of the temporary restraining order upon Pemberton’s husband.

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraph IV
hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violates Rule
1.01(b) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

The complaint which forms the basis of the Cause of Action hereinabove set forth was

brought to the attention of the Office of the Chief Disciplinary Counsel of the State Bar of Texas

by Erica Pemberton filing a complaint on or about June 6, 2001.

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays for judgment that
Respondent be disciplined as the facts shall warrant; and that Petitioner have such other relief to
