(Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and

the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which form the basis of this action was

filed on or about September 17, 1995. The acts and conduct of Respondent, as hereinafter

alleged, constitute professional misconduct.

II.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and is a member of the State Bar

of Texas. Respondent placed a listing for "Discount Legal Services" in the 1995, 1996, El Paso

Southwestern Bell Yellow Pages. Such listing constitutes advertising under a"trade name."

III.

The conduct of Respondent described above constitutes a violation of Texas Disciplinary

Rule of Professional Conduct 7.01(a) and 7.01(e) (formerly 7.04(a)).

PRAYER

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays that a judgment of

professional misconduct be entered against Respondent imposing an appropriate sanction as the

facts shall warrant and that Petitioner have such other relief to which it is entitled, including costs

of court and attorney's fees.
