DISCIPLINARY PETITION

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

COMES NOW Petitioner, the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee of the State

Bar of Texas (hereinafter referred to as "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent, William B.

Gammon (hereinafter referred to as "Respondent"), and would show the following:

I Jurisdiction

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code

Ann. §81.001, et seq. (Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct, and the

Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the petition was

filed after May 1, 1992.

II. Identification of Respondent

Respondent is William B. Gammon. His State Bar of Texas Card No. is 07611280. The

State Bar of Texas membership records show his last known address to be Post Office Box 684868,

Austin, Texas 78768-4868. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in

Travis County, Texas. An officer may serve citation on Respondent at his place of business located

at 812 San Antonio Street, Austin, Texas 78701.
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III. Respondent is an Attornev Licensed to Practice Law in Texas

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in the State of Texas. His license to

practice law in the State of Texas is currently active.

IV. Summary of the Complaint

On or about November 26, 1996, Cathryn Leigh Cox filed a complaint against Respondent

in connection with a lawsuit entitled Michael Bemis d/b/a Polyco v. Elwood L. Munson, Cause No.

94-05248 and 94-05248-A, District Court of Travis County, 167th Judicial District of Texas.

Respondent represented the plaintiff in this matter.

Respondent engaged in conduct involving dishonesty, fraud, deceit and misrepresentation

by deceiving Munson into signing a million dollar agreed judgment against himself by falsely

representing to Munson that no collection efforts would ever be undertaken against him with regard

to the judgment, and that a release would be provided to Munson after the agreed judgment was used

in a lawsuit Respondent and his client were pursuing against a third party.

By his conduct in engaging in dishonesty, fraud, deceit and misrepresentation, Respondent

committed professional misconduct in violation of Rule 8.04(a)(3) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules

of Professional Conduct and Part1.06(Q) of the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure.

V. Prayer for Appropriate Discipline

WHEREFORE, premises considered, Petitioner the Commission for Lawyer Discipline prays

that this Court discipline Respondent William B. Gammon by disbarment, suspension, or reprimand
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as the facts shall warrant, and that Petitioner have such other relief as to which it may show itself

justly entitled, including costs of court and attorney's fees.
