ORDERED that:

The Texas Rules of Appellate Procedure, as promulgated on August 15, 1997, Misc. Docket
No. 97-9139, are corrected as follows. This change is effective September 1, 1997. The Clerk is
directed to file a copy of this Order with the Secretary of State forthwith, and to cause a copy of this
Order to be sent to the Texas Bar Journal who shall make these changes in the official publication
of these rules.

In Rule 3.1(d), the semicolon is replaced by a period.

In Rule 8.3(a), a comma is inserted in the second sentence following stay.

In Rule 13.6, that is replaced by than in the first sentence, as follows:

"When a defendant is convicted and sentenced, or is granted deferred
adjudication for a felony other that-than a state jail felony ...

In Rule 24.1(c)(3), the caption of the paragraph is amended to omit the semicolon and
interest, as follows:
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(3) Clerk's duties;intere•st.

In the Notes and Comments following Rule 24, a period is added at the end of the seventh
sentence.

In the Notes and Comments following Rule 35, a period is added at the end of the last
sentence.

In the second sentence of Rule 41.2(a), constitute is changed to constitutes.

In Rule 55.6, insert a comma in the first sentence following the issues presented.

In the Notes and Comments following Rule 58, delete ", except subdivision 58.10 now allows
a motion for rehearing"

The cover for the reporter's record prescribed in paragraph A. 2(i) of the Order Directing the
Form of the Appellate Record in Civil Cases is amended to delete the comma following
Supreme Court of Texas and insert a comma following at Austin in the first occurrence of the
reference to the Supreme Court of Texas.

In paragraph B.1(r) of the Order Directing the Form of the Appellate Record in Civil Cases,
delete the second occurrence of the word of.
