4.01 EJIOGU ENGAGED IN CONDUCT VIOLATING TEXAS
DISCIPLINARY RULE OF PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT 1.14 (a).

(A)  Respondent represented Maria Dubon (“Dubon”) who was
involved in an automobile accident.

(B)  Dubon was treated for the injuries at the North Shepherd
Medical Group from December 7, 1994 through February 21,
1995.

(C)  Dubon instructed the Respondent to pay all medical bills

from any settlement received.
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(D) Respondent failed to maintain his accounting records
reflecting receipt of the settlement, notification of parties
having an interest and disbursement of the settlement fund

to all parties having an interest in the settlement.

4.02 EJIOGU ENGAGED IN CONDUCT VIOLATING TEXAS
DISCIPLINARY RULE OF PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT 1.14.(b).

(A) Complainant was not contacted upon Respondent’s receipt
of funds on behalf of Dubon.
(B) Complainant filed a grievance with the State Bar of Texas on
June 28, 1996.
(C)  Respondent made restitution to the Complainant after the
grievance was filed.
5.0 PRAYER
Petitioner respectfully prays that this Court discipline Respondent by
disbarment, suspension or reprimand, as the facts shall warrant; and that the
Petitioner have all other relief to which it may show itself to be justly entitled

including costs of court and attorneys’ fees.
