Court-Ordered Mental Health Services

The 75 Legislature passed H.B. 1039, which became effective September 1, 1997. It appliesto all
courts in which mental health commitment hearings are held. The bill requires the clerk of each court
with jurisdiction to order commitment to provide the Office of Court Administration each month with a
report of the number of applications for commitment orders for involuntary mental health services filed
with the court and the disposition of those cases, including the number of commitment orders for
inpatient and outpatient mental health services.
