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10TH COURT OF APPEALS

Chapter 22.2151 of the Texas Government Code created the 15t
Court of Appeals effective September 1, 2024. The 15% COA is
based in Austin, TX.

Jurisdiction:

The 15th COA “has exclusive intermediate appellate
jurisdiction” over the following civil matters:

* matters brought by or against the state, division of the state,
or its officials or employees, other than certain proceedings,
like those brought under the Family Code or mental
health commitments;

* matters challenging the constitutionality or validity of a
state statute or rule to which the AG is a party to the case; and

e any other matter as provided by law, which right now
means business court appeals.
